What has each class been learning about this week? 

EYFS- This week Nursey have been reading the story ‘Argh Spider’. We have 

been enjoying learning about pets and we have been counting legs and eyes for our 

pretend spiders. In Reception, we have been reading the book ‘Dear Zoo’. We have 

been finding out about animals that live in the zoo and writing sentences linked to 

the book. In Maths, we have started learning how to take away using our ‘First, 

Then and Now’ stories.  

Year 1- This week in English we have been writing a report about Africa. In
