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What has each class been learning about this week? 

EYFS- This week Nursery have been exploring books about dinosaur and joining in lots of 

counting activities. In English, Reception have been reading the story ‘How to grow a 

dinosaur’ and wrote their own instructions of how to plant a seed. In Maths, we have been 

exploring sharing equally between groups.  

Year 1- This week in English, we have been writing a explanation text about Knights 

Armour. In Maths, we have been working on partitioning and comparing numbers within 100. 

Year 2- This week, Year 2 have been writing the story of, ‘Grandma’s Seaside Bloomers!’ 

We used exciting adjectives and lots of speech. In Maths, we have been learning about 

turns and movement! 

Year 3- This week, In English, Year 3 have been writing a 1st person narrative based on our 

book, The Scarab’s Secret.
